Additionaly, it provides technical recommendations to prevent, mitigate, retrofit and reconstruct vulnerable health infrastructure which are at risk or have been affected by floods. Not only will these interventions reduce the impact of a disaster, they will also improve the response, particularly in times of crises when hospitals are needed most. (in Spanish only).

The objective of this guide—prepared for first responders—is the promotion of the dignified and appropriate management of cadavers in disaster situations, and their proper identification following practical and easy to follow procedures. It has been prepared by a group of international experts under the coordination of PAHO/WHO and the ICRC.

These procedures help in the identification and management of the different psychosocial manifestations that can show up in disaster victims. It should help the work of health workers in these types of emergencies. The guide is available in Spanish only.
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	Disaster mitigation in drinking water and sewerage systems
This CD-ROM contains an assortment of training and dissemination material on disaster mitigation in water and sanitation systems. An effort has been made to assemble or create the most effective material, including a slideshow and a compilation of technical papers on the subject that describe the theoretical and practical aspects of vulnerability assessment and introduce basic mitigation measures that can be taken in response to each of the natural hazards common in Latin America and the Caribbean. It is also available on the web.
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	Simulación erupciones volcánicas. CDROM

A multimedia software has been developed to enable health Emergency Operations Centers (EOC) to conduct simulation exercises. This simulation software has advantages over traditional paper-based exercises in that the computer interface, with video images, radio spots, photos, written reports and other documentation, immerses the user in a situation that is as close-to-reality as possible. Participants are forced to interpret and act on a large volume of information, both qualitative and quantitative. They can then measure the results, negotiate and discuss their decisions.
